San Joaquin County Parks Division Report
February 2023

As part of the ongoing infrastructure and maintenance objectives the Board approved $8.0M
from the American Recovery Act Plan (ARPA) for water and sewer projects and approved an
additional $6.0 M in Capital Outlay funds be programmed for Park specific projects. A partial list
of projects that are in process and/or are scheduled to begin in FY 2022/2023 are;
o Regional Sport Complex Drainage Repairs-Update-completed December 2022.
= The Regional Sports complex located of off Arch Rd., is currently undergoing
significant repairs to upgrade drainage issues to the softball/baseball diamond
complex, snack bar, and install a new detention pond. The necessary repairs will
address flooding concerns in and around the snack bar, electrical panels, and
divert water away from the building and fields to a larger deeper retention pond
along the northern portion of the property.
o Micke Grove Regional Park-Water/Sewer Tie into the City Of Lodi-Update-Ongoing
» San Joaquin County and the City of Lodi have begun discussions to tie in Micke
Grove Regional Park’s domestic water and sewer into the City of Lodi’s utility
services. This project is slated as a multi-year, multi phased project with an
estimated final completion of 2026.
o Community Park Irrigation Upgrades- Update-Ongoing
= Community Parks in the unincorporated areas of San Joaquin County and
Regional Sports Complex will have irrigation repairs and system upgrades to
include smart meters, break sensors, weather monitoring stations. The
upgrades will also include a wireless or Bluetooth control panel.
o Gianone Park Sewer Tie In — Update-Ongoing
» Gianone Park and the Northeast Community Center currently has a septic tank
and leech fields. This project will tie in the City of Stockton sewer system.
o Larch Clover Park Update/Remodel- Update-Ongoing
= Larch Clover Community Park in Tracy in in the process of a refresh that includes
replacing BBQ's, picnic tables, slide replacements, basketball court painting,
bench painting and landscaping. This year long project will also include
repairing the baseball diamond, and installing a covered picnic areas so more
families can enjoy the park.
The San Joaquin County Parks and Recreation has 3 fulltime, benefited Park Worker positions
available and are currently accepting applications.
January 2023 Winter Storm Damages- During the winter storm events the Parks and Recreation
Division sustained damages at a majority of the regional and community parks. Damages include
flooding, debris, fallen and damaged trees, power outages, electrical issues, and property
damage. The Parks Division estimates over 160 lost or damaged trees with the majority (120+)
at Micke Grove alone.
Parks that sustained major damage include Micke Grove Regional Park (including the Japanese
Garden), and Westgate Landing Regional Park/Campground. Parks that sustained moderate
damage include, Oak Grove Regional Park, Dos Reis Regional Park/Campground, and Micke
Grove Golf Links, with the remainder of the parks sustaining incidental damages. In response to
the continued storm events the Division closed all regional and community parks temporarily in
January 2023. As a result of major damage at Micke Grove and Westgate Landing, portions of
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these parks may remain closed through the remainder of the calendar year. Intermittent
closures throughout the reamining parks may occur to complete necessary repairs.
