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ﬁ NEIGHBORHOOD
AY SERVICES EVENTS

The Stockton Police Department’s Neighborhood Services Section (NSS)
worked with various communities to take proactive steps to improve quality
of life by enforcing the removal of garbage and blight, working to reduce
crime, and increasing the sense of safety. The Neighborhood Betterment
Team (NBT) is a two per year, 90-day program that includes a large-scale
neighborhood cleanup day. Similarly, Code Enforcement Sweeps focus on
blight, have a shorter duration, and provide a neighborhood cleanup day.
The Police Department, together with Waste Management and Republic
Services, hosted 5 Neighborhood Cleanup events at various locations
citywide with 682 vehicles served. The following shows the annual collected
totals. Appendix C provides the detailed breakdown by event.
